1.  Button Assignment

The first menu in the top left corner of the user interface allows you to 
change the button assignment of any mouse button. Click on buttons 
and the drop-down button menu will pop up.

1. Advanced Settings:
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Click on any button to pop up a sub-menu and change the button 
configuration or assignment, you have a lot of possibilities to 
customize your Neon M50 to fit your gaming style.

The button configuration sub-menu has the following categories:
